These
must be related to the first part of this question. 20

3. As an actor, choose a character from your selected text. Describe, in detail, the
motivation behind this character’s actions at five different moments in your selected
text. You must use textual references from the play to help you justify your answer.

Explain, in detail, the ways in which you would use five acting concepts to make this
motivation clear to an audience in performance. These must be related to the first
part of this question. 20

4. As an actor, choose a character who feels five different emotions in your selected
text. Describe, in detail, moments where these emotions are shown in your selected
text. You must use textual references from the play to help you justify your answer.

Explain, in detail, the ways in which you would use five acting concepts to make
these different emotions clear to an audience in performance. These must be related
to the first part of this question. 20

5. As a designer, describe, in detail, five different features of the genre of your selected
text that you wish to communicate to your audience.
